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Abstract 

Maritime versus land transportation, or the race between sea power and land power, is 

a topic that political scientists have been passionately discussing for centuries. In 

recent decades, sea power has undoubtedly prevailed. However, With the changes in 

the international political and economic situation and the frequent occurrence of wars 

and accidents (for example, the conflict in the Bab-el-Mandeb Strait and the backlog 

of goods in ports due to the epidemic), maritime transportation has been restricted at 

the present time.
